Troubleshooting

Problem

Contact a qualified and
licensed electrician if you are not comfortable
troubleshooting wiring problems.

There is a faulty wire switch.

Test or replace the switch.

The light does not
automatically turn off

during daylight hours.

The photocell is covered.

1. Remove any debris and clean the photosensor
2. Remove sensor cover

continuously

Dusk-to-Dawn sensor is

sensing reflected light from

the security light or other
surrounding light source.

1. Ensure no reflective materials are near to the
wall pack.
