2. Connect the white fixture wire to the (-) COMMON supply wire.
3. Connect the green fixture wire to supply ground wire.

Turn the light
switch on to activate the fixture.
3.) Install the electrical box screws in the junction box

(figure 2). 8.) Supply at 120 Vac.

4.) Connect the black and the white wires of the fixture with
two wires of the same colors from the junction box with the
wirecaps. Connect the grounding wire of the fixture with the
one from the junction box with the wirecap (figure 3).
